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Applicants who receive an ‘initial’ teacher’s license must have successfully completed training in:

1. cardiopulmonary resuscitation that includes a test demonstration on a mannequin.

2. removing a foreign body causing an obstruction in an airway, and the Heimlich Maneuver.

3. AED.

4. suicide awareness/prevention (minimum of one hour).
A copy of your CPR/Heimlich/AED certification is required for original licensure. A certificate verifying your successful
completion of a suicide awareness/prevention module is required for original licensure.
